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BIGHORN SKY MARATHON

A high altitude and difficult dirt marathon!

 

COURSE DESCRIPTION

(These distances and transition points are estimated)

 

 

Start 15 miles west of Bear Lodge Resort via Highway 14A on FS Road #10

 

Finish at Bear Lodge Resort

 

This is a high altitude dirt road Marathon with some single track and about a mile of cross country.   It is advised that you carry water and gel with you.  There will be aid at four points on the course.  The elevation does not drop below 9,000 feet until the last 4 miles with many ascents and descents along the way.  

 

The course begins 15 miles west of Bear Lodge via Highway 14A on Hunt Mountain Road (FS # 10) about 1 mile from the Highway.  Continuing on Road #10 for about 18 miles the course takes a left turn on FS Road # 220.  This is a 4WD road for about 4 miles.  At this point the course takes another left turn onto an abandoned road that becomes trail and then cross country before reaching single track again and then crossing Highway 14A at Bear Lodge Resort and the Finish Line.  

 

The Half Marathon will begin on Hunt Mountain Road (FS # 10) near the Spring Creek Trail Sign 13.1 miles into the Marathon course.    It will follow the exact second half of the Marathon.  There will be two aid stations along the course.

 

The 15K begins at FS Road #220 and follows the exact route the final 9 miles of the Marathon takes.  There will be one aid station on the course.
